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Radical? 
 

Dear Brothers and Sisters in the Flowerhill family, 

 

Radical seems to be a popular word these days. In the week as I write we 

have had a Queen‘s speech at the start of our new coalition government‘s 

first year in power which our new Prime Minister David Cameron has 

hailed as a "radical programme for a radical government". And we have 

also had the General Assembly of the Church of Scotland beginning to 

take decisions that encourage us to be radical in the years to come about 

how we organise ourselves through Presbyteries and tenure of ministers 

amongst other things. 

 

Whether it is our government or our church, being radical inevitably 

means one thing: change.  To be a radical means to be someone who 

holds or follows strong convictions. And being radical about things is 

about making a fundamental difference or making a change from the 

accepted forms.  Now change can be hard and even painful and given the 

financial state of the country and our denomination the coming months 

and years will tell just how painful being radical will be for us. 

 

But whilst we in the church are often accused of being the complete 

opposite of radical, being radical is something that we are involved in daily. 

Why because when Jesus comes into our lives there is no other choice 

than being radical. Eugene Petersen in ―The Message‖ translation of Acts 

says: 

 
From Miletus he sent to Ephesus for the leaders of the 

congregation. When they arrived, he said, "You know 

that from day one of my arrival in Asia I was with you 

totally—laying my life on the line, serving the Master no 

matter what, putting up with no end of scheming by 

Jews who wanted to do me in. I didn't skimp or trim in 

any way. Every truth and encouragement that could 

have made a difference to you, you got. I taught you 

out in public and I taught you in your homes, urging 

Jews and Greeks alike to a radical life-change before 

God and an equally radical trust in our Master Jesus. 

Acts 20v17 (The Message). 
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Paul reminds us that our God comes to offer radical life to us, radical life 

change from death to life from emptiness to fullness. A radical change that 

comes from God, we cannot make that change ourselves it has to come 

from Him. But that radical change requires a radical response from us, a 

radical trust in our Master Jesus. Master being an important word because 

now rules over us, he has bought us with his life. 

 

Of course as the saying goes the proof of the pudding is in the eating. 

Time will tell how radical our new government will be or how radical the 

Church of Scotland will be in the years to come. As I write this letter we 

are preparing to start a series on Sunday mornings in the book of Acts, 

the history of the early church in the New Testament. Acts is a book of 

the bible where we see the believers in the early church being radical as 

they put their trust in Jesus into action. A book where for them the proof 

of the pudding is taking Jesus at his word and trusting in The Holy Spirit in 

their lives. 

 

Over the last months in our magazines, we have been looking at how 

members of the Church of Scotland have promised to live radical lives 

through reminding ourselves of the vows taken. This month we come to 

the fourth vow: 

 

 Do you promise to give a fitting proportion of your time, 

talents and money for the church's work in the world? 

 

Now on first reading that hardly seems like a radical life does it? But when 

you look at what it says we see that it involves some precious things for 

us. It starts with perhaps one of the most precious, our time, we promise 

to give a fitting proportion of our time. What does that mean, is it talking 

about Sundays, well the second vow was about that so probably not. So it 

is talking about us giving some of our other time to the work of the 

church other than a Sunday – now that‘s radical, that‘s hard isn‘t it, what 

God wants more than an hour or so on a Sunday, well yes, so are you 

keeping that promise? 

 

What about talents? So is God running a Kingdoms got Talent 

competition? Well yes and no. Yes he has given us all talents, things that 

we are good at, doesn‘t have to be headlining acts but there will be things 

that you can do. But these talents are not so that we can serve ourselves 
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rather so that we can serve Him. So what are you good at and are you 

using it for the Church and God‘s kingdom? 

 

What about money? God wants us to give money to the church‘s work. 

What is a fitting proportion, well the bible gives us a clear example, tithing, 

10% of what we have we give to God. Now that‘s radical isn‘t it? That is a 

sobering thought for us all and I include myself in that. I wonder how many 

of us give in that way? Maybe in these tough financial times jumping from 

what we give currently to that is too big a jump, but are we reviewing 

what we give to God to make sure it is a fitting proportion, where does 

God figure when we are tightening our belts is his portion the first to be 

affected or the last.   

  

However you look at it this 4th vow is a radical promise to be made by 

radical people who are making decisions to put a radical trust in Jesus. 

Perhaps the question is how we define a fitting proportion? That is up to 

each of us or is it? 

 

Calling the crowd to join his disciples, he said, 

"Anyone who intends to come with me has to let 

me lead. You're not in the driver's seat; I am. Don't 

run from suffering; embrace it. Follow me and I'll 

show you how. Self-help is no help at all. Self-

sacrifice is the way, my way, to saving yourself, your 

true self. What good would it do to get everything 

you want and lose you, the real you? What could 

you ever trade your soul for? Mark 8v34-37 (The 

Message)

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Celebrating the 

World Cup 
 

On Friday, June 11 the latest 

World Cup takes place in South 

Africa. Over the course of a 

month, the world‘s greatest 

football tournament takes place. 

With 64 games being played in a 

variety of venues in the African nation, there‘s no escaping the soccer 

especially if England do well.  

 

A total of 32 teams will be competing for the cup and the honour of being 

world champions. It scarcely needs repeating that England have only won 

once, back in 1966 – also the only time when the tournament was held on 

British soil.  

 

The tournament was held for the first time in Uruguay in 1930. Just 13 

teams took part, seven being from South America, four from Europe and 

two from North America, with the host nation becoming the first holders 

of the World Cup.  

 

The event came out of the Olympics: FIFA, the game‘s international body, 

agreed to recognise the Olympic‘s football contest as a championship for 

amateurs and organised the event for the 1920-28 Olympics. FIFA and the 

Olympic organisers disagreed over the use of amateur players and, on the 

opening day of the 1928 Olympics, FIFA‘s president Jules Rimet announced 

that there would be a separate tournament for football.  

 

Uruguay was chosen as the venue for the first World Cup as they were 

the final Olympic champions. European nations had to travel to the 

country by boat, which explains why just Belgium, France, Romania and 

Yugoslavia made the long journey.  

 

Two further tournaments took place before the Second World War, but 

the 1942 and 1946 tournaments were cancelled.  

 

Between 1934 and 1978, just 16 teams took part in the finals, expanding 

to 24 teams in 1982 and another eight countries were added to the finals 
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in 1998: to give you some idea how hotly contested these places are, 204 

countries took part in qualification matches for this year‘s tournament. 

The final is one of the most-watched television programmes in the world: 

a mind-boggling 715.1 million people saw Italy beat France on penalties 

four years ago. 

In 2002, millions will also have seen three of Brazil‘s World Cup winning 

players celebrate not by cheering but praying on the pitch. Kaka, one of 

the three, says of the moment, ―It was a really fantastic and amazing 

thing‖. 

 

Other Christians will be in the teams and backstage teams of this year‘s 

tournament, letting their faith be shown by their sportsmanship and fair 

play. Chaplains will be on hand alongside trainers, coaches and medical 

staff to pray for and listen to players‘ concerns.  

 

And the tournament, which encourages fair play and co-operation 

between nations, reflects the worldwide church that God has created us 

to be.
